Next time you rest on a
bench on after strolling
through the Zoo, you might
be sitting on a part of
Tucson's conservation work
in action!

Vice Mayor Steve Kozachik
and ByFusion Global
Incorporated CEO Heidi
Kujawa have donated a new
ByFusion bench to Reid
Park Zoo that will serve

as a visible illustration of
the impact that happens
when the community
works together on plastics
reduction and conservation.

The decorative Zoo bench
has eight blocks made up of
175 pounds of plastic. All of
the plastic used in the Zoo
bench was diverted from the
landfill by Tucson residents.
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Tucson has signed a service
agreement with ByFusion
who will be moving an
operation to Tucson in 2024
housed at the Los Reales
Sustainability Campus as

its anchor tenant. Once the
business is up and running
next year, Tucson will be the
first city on the planet to
have taken the concept of
using non-recyclable plastic,

launching a fabrication
operation and supporting
the ByFusion operation.

By recycling these
lights instead of throwing
them away, the copper and
other materials in them can
be reused in new products.
This lessens the need for
raw materials to be mined

out of animal habitats.

You can also recycle your
spent holiday lights by
bringing them to the Zoo or
dropping them off at either
of the Recyco, Inc locations
on 22nd Street in Tucson.
When you bring your lights
to recycle to the Zoo, you
can get $1 off admission to
Zoolights. Here are some
other ways you can make
the holidays brighter for all
of us.

« Wrap gifts in -
butcher paper
or newspaper l\
instead of gift
wrap, which is usually not
recyclable. You can even
decorate the butcher
paper for a personal
touch!
